Nya trender och praktiker inom idéhistoria: Nationell doktorandkurs i
idéhistoria 7,5 hp

For tio ar sedan genomfordes den nationella idéhistoriska forskarutbildningskursen “Internationella
och aktuella perspektiv inom intellektuell historia” i Umea&. Det var vid en tid da allt fler borjade
publicera sig i internationella tidskrifter, doktorsavhandlingar liksom forskningsansékningar kravde
ett internationellt forskningsldge och transnationella perspektiv fick mer uppméarksamhet. Det
konstaterades emellertid under kursens gang, att idéhistoria innebar olika saker i olika lander.
Avsikten med denna kurs ar likartat men fokuserar pa vad som hiant under de senaste 10 &ren. Vad
finns det for trender och praktiker inom dmnet; hur ser relationerna ut mellan olika nationella
forskningstraditioner, och hur paverkar narliggande omraden som kunskaps-, medicin-, milj6-,
filosofi-, utbildnings- och kanslohistoria? I kursen ges deltagarna mojlighet att orientera sig inom
aktuell litteratur inom omradet och relatera sin egen forskning till utvecklingar i den samtida
forskningen. Kursen bestar av foreldsningar, seminarier och jimforande diskussioner med larare och

meddoktorander.

Kursen gar av stapeln vecka 41 2024 (7—10 oktober) i Umed direkt innan konferensen Idéhistoria pa
gang (10—11 oktober), som ingdr som en del av kursen. Om behov finns kan kursen, helt eller delvis,

ges pa engelska.

Gistlirare pa kursen dr Synne Myrebge som under en femérig postdoktoranstillning vid Universitetet
i Wien forskar om utvecklingen av idéhistoria och intellectual history i England, Danmark, Norge och

Sverige fran 1989 fram till idag.

New Trends and Practices in the History of Science and Ideas:
National doctoral course in the History of Science and Ideas, 7.5 credits

Ten years ago, the national postgraduate course "International and current perspectives in intellectual
history" took place in Ume3. It was at a time when more people began to publish in international
journals, doctoral dissertations as well as research applications required an international state of the
art, and transnational perspectives received more attention. However, it was established during the
course that intellectual history meant different things in different countries. The intention of this
course is similar but focusing on what has happened in the last 10 years. What are the trends and
practices in the discipline; what do the relationships look like between different national research
traditions, and how does the discipline interact with areas such as the history of knowledge, medicine,
the environment, philosophy, education and emotion? In the course, participants are given the
opportunity to orient themselves within current literature in the field and relate their own research to
developments in contemporary research. The course consists of lectures, seminars and comparative

discussions with teachers and fellow doctoral students.



The course starts in week 41 2024 (October 7—-10) in Ume3 directly before the conference History of
Ideas in progress (10—11/10), which is included as part of the course. If there is a need, the course can

be taught, in whole or in part, in English.

The guest teacher on the course is Synne Myrebge who, during a five-year postdoctoral position at the
University of Vienna, researches the development of the history of ideas and intellectual history in
England, Denmark, Norway and Sweden from 1989 until today.
